Première Urgence is a French NGO created in June 1992, at the beginning of the war in Bosnia-Herzégovine, to come to assistance of the populations besieged in Sarajevo. 
For 16 years, Première Urgence has intervened in 35 countries on zones of armed conflicts, natural disasters and crises forgotten. 

On the faces of the urgency: In 1999, in Kosovo, to come to assistance of the populations fleeing the bombardments. In 2003,in Iraq, during and after the end of the war to support the hospital structures of the country. In 2004, of Chad, the teams on the ground came to assistance of the Sudanese refugees fleeing the conflict from Darfur. In 2004, in Indonesia, to help with the populations victims of the tsunami of December 26. In 2005, in Pakistan, in the mountains of the Cashmere, to relieve the populations victims of the seism of October 8. In July 2006, in Lebanon, at the beginning it conflict, to come to help the most vulnerable populations. In 2007 as a Democratic republic of Congo at the Nord Kivu to assist the populations moved by the armed conflict. Or in 2008 in Georgia during the conflict with Russia.
Today, Première Urgence intervenes in 15 countries located in Africa, in Asia, in the Middle East and in the Caucasus to engage of the direct actions of assistance in favor of the most vulnerable populations. Through emergency actions and of post-urgency, l' organization sets up programs of food and nonfood distribution, medical care, access to water, of cleansing, construction of shelters, rehabilitation of health systems and schools, food safety and economic revival. 

Première Urgence is represented at the National Advisory Commission of Human rights (CNCDH), co-founder and member of NGOs Coordination Committee in Iraq (NCCI), member of Voluntary Organizations in Co-operation in Emergencies (VOICE) [4]. 

It is officially partner of the Service d' Humanitarian aid of the European commission (ECHO) since 1993 and of U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) since 2001.
