(3) Graduate Student Paper Presentations: Accepted full papers will be allotted 30 minutes for presentation and Q&A time. The papers can be empirical or theoretical. Completed studies and work-in-progress will be accepted.

 *Each presentation room will come equipped with a PC computer, a MS-Office software package, a LCD projector, an external speakers, and internet connection.
Awards

Research Paper Award : The paper review committee will select no more than 3 best qualifying papers and announce the award during the conference.
Conference Student Paper Award : The purpose is to recognize new work by graduate students in the ESP field.  No more than 2 best papers will be selected and awarded with a certificate issued by the conference. The award winners will be invited to the Graduate Student Panel Discussion/Luncheon.

Accepted papers will be published in a book form after reviews and revisions.

(1) The submitted paper should not exceed 12 pages, written in either English or Chinese.

I. Formatting instructions:

Paper size: A4

Typeface: Times New Roman throughout; 

14-point and boldface for the title, 

12-point for author and the text, and 10-point for the abstract.

Margins: 1 inch on all sides; 

II. Abstract: 

The abstract should not exceed 200 words, with key words no more than five. 

III. Text:

Line spacing: single line spacing.

No blank lines between paragraphs within a section.

Pagination: insert page numbers in the middle of the bottom pages.
IV. Headings: 

Levels of headings in APA style:

One level
Centered Uppercase and Lowercase Heading

Two levels
Centered Uppercase and Lowercase Heading

Flush Left, Uppercase and Lowercase Heading

Three levels
Centered Uppercase and Lowercase Heading

Flush Left, Uppercase and Lowercase Heading

Indented, lowercase paragraph heading, ending with a period, with following text starting on the same line.
V. References:

Append “References” to the end of the paper. Put the English entries first, followed by Chinese or other language resources. For detailed specifications, please check the format of APA http://owl.english.purdue.edu/handouts/research/r_apaworking.html
